Later he finished school, got married,
and became a pastor. While he was pastoring in America,
some friends asked him to publish their newsletters

and books. To him this was a simple favor, but God

was leading Joe to the work of publishing Christian
literature.

Publishing Mission was started. Now Mr. Taylor and his
wife live in Hobe Sound, Florida, where he publishes
books using a special International English vocabulary.
These books are used by missionaries to spread the
